In addition, the participant shall transfer all rights exclusively to Brassband Burgipja, i.e. no third party
agreement (e.g. artist agreement contracts, or copyright) are to be taken into consideration.

The jury will consist of highly qualified experts. Nationally and internationally renowned musicians will
be present.
